We understand the GSA’s Region 9 Public Buildings Service operated this Awards Stores
Program or “Hats Off Program” and that other GSA regional offices operate similar programs.

As Chairman of the Committee on Transportation and Infrastructure and Chair of the
Subcommittee with jurisdiction over the GSA’s Public Buildings Service, which was clearly
implicated in this investigation, we request that you provide the Committee with any reports
issued as a result of this investigation, including any and all relevant and supporting documents.
